What is the focus of TK?

» The focus of TK is to prepare students for kindergarten.

o The best way to prepare students for kindergarten is to build their social-emotional skills
while simultaneously embedding pre-academic skills.

How many students are in the TK classroom?
» There is a limit of 16 students per class.
o There is a certificated teacher for each class and 2 assistants
